Worlington Bat Survey 9" July 2021

Having organized bat detector surveys for the Suffolk m

would be interesting to do a village survey this year

mstead of the usual large estate. | chose Worlington because there is a good variety
of suitable habitats for bats and having grown up in the village | know these areas
very well.

After an appeal in a previous edition of the Pump a group of keen volunteers
assembled at Manor Farm on the evening of the 9th July. Each volunteer was issued
with a bat detector and digital recorder and allocated a point at which to stand for
ninety minutes from sunset. The echo-location call of every bat which flew past was
recorded and later analysed using special computer software to identify each
different bat species.

The results have shown that at least seven different species of bats were recorded
on the night. Common Pipistrelle and Soprano Pipistrelle were the most frequent
species recorded followed by Noctule, Barbastelle, Serotine, Daubenton’s and
Leisler’s bats. | am certain that the Natterer’s bat will be present in the woodland
areas but as it is difficult to separate from the Daubenton’s bat using a bat detector
| have just recorded a Myotis species. The Brown Long-eared bat is also present as
| have found a few droppings in barns in the village.

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continued form page 3 The Barbastelle which was recorded at six points is a
nationally rare bat species that relies very much on old trees for roosting sites, it
can be found roosting in tree holes, behind lifting bark, in splits in branches and
behind old ivy so it is very important that old trees are not tidied up. The Noctule
and Leisler’s bats are also very dependent on old trees, particularly old pine trees
such as those along Badlingham Lane with woodpecker holes in them. The Serotine
bat is only known to roost in buildings and will fly out along hedgerows and tree
belts to feed over flower rich meadows such as those behind Manor Farm and the
riding stables. | have discovered that a small number of serotines roost in the
church for part of the year along with Pipistrelle bats but the main roosts for
Serotines and both Pipistrelle species will be in buildings around the village.
Daubenton’s bats were recorded along the river at The Hythe where they pick
insects off the water surface, they will also feed around trees and bushes away from
the river so The Hythe will be a very important foraging area, the trees there could
also be important as they will roost in cavities in the trunk.

The survey has shown that Worlington is a very important place for bats and has as
many species as a lot of the large old estates in Suffolk, notably the Barbastelle. If
anyone has a bat roost in their house or on their property | would be very happy to
come over with a bat detector in the summer to try and identify the species. If
anyone would like to read the full report | would be very happy to send it to them.

Thank you very much to the volunteers who came out to help with the survey and
to Dick Mortlock for allowing us to meet at Manor Farm on the evening.

Bird Talk

With COP 26 rightly dominating the news it is with a feeling of some guilt that |
have been enjoying the unseasonably warm and unusually wind fee autumn weather.
Incidentally, | looked up the acronym COP and find it stands for Conference Of the
Parties which is hardly the most inspiring of titles for what has been billed by many
as the most important meeting ever held — better to stick with COP.

The first one was in Berlin in 1995 but | can’t recall hearing much about the other
25 which probably indicates that it has finally been recognised that we are now in
the last chance saloon. For the sake of our children’s children | hope that all the fine
commitments can be turned into fine actions but | also wonder how all of us are
going the be persuaded to change our over indulgent consuming behaviour built up
over the generations.

But | am supposed to be writing about birds so how has the unusual weather
affected them? The first thing | noticed was that, for the first time | can recall, there
were no blackbirds in the garden. The British Trust for Ornithology's (BTO) news
letter confirmed that | was not alone. The assumption was that there was so much
natural food available in the country side that they didn’t need to come to gardens.
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| suppose this is good news but it just didn’t seem right not having these familiar
birds in the garden every day. Did any of you have a similar lack of black birds?

Happily the blackies are back now as are the usual pair of dunnocks who had
deserted the garden together with our single robin who has also been absent for
weeks. Moulting and ample natural food has reduced the activity of the other birds
in the garden except the ever present and energetic sparrows who seem to have
increased in number.

In the last Pump | mentioned that the great spotted woodpeckers had been with us
much longer into the summer than ever before. They finally departed in early
August but an adult female has returned in mid November and brightened up the
nut feeders in the churchyard.

In the past | have commented on the drastic reduction of house martins in the
village, in fact | did not see even one this year. But Theresa Peachy has some good
news - from her back door she can see under the eaves of a house at the start of
Church Lane and was able to watch two pairs of house martins build nests this
summer. Even more encouraging three chicks fledged from each nest so | hope that
might be the start of a recolonisation in the village.

Here is another bit of splendid news; on 8" October John and Audrey Thompson
were walking along the footpath beside the Lark between Staunch Cottage and the
gate to the Wamil Hall field when they saw an otter! It took them a couple of
seconds to realise what they were looking at when another otter surfaced beside
to original one. They didn’t see them for very long but it is great to have
confirmation that they are around.

In June of this year the Suffolk Wildlife Trust (SWT) conducted a survey and wrote
a report on the Hythe for the Parish Council which is a very interesting read. It is
available on request from the Parish Council. The report points out that otters are
a protected species and that care must be taken not to disturb otters or interfere
with their breeding areas. | have passed on this sighting to the SWT.

1924 - 2021

We gathered on the 23 November to remember and celebrate the life of a man
who for 70 years lived in the same house on the Freckenham Road, 65 of them
with his beloved wife Hermione (Mary).

To most of us Bernard was known as Bun, and later to others as Bernie. He began
his life in Freckenham at The Golden Boar where his father was the publican, and
attended the village school. On leaving school he trained as a carpenter but by then
the Second World War had started and in 1941 at 17 (he told them he was 18)
Bun volunteered for the R A.F.

Now we come to the period which he referred to as “Ordinary blokes in
extraordinary times”, a story which only became fully revealed when about 8 years
ago Nigel Morter and his wife bought the old Control tower at North Creake and
started to convert it into a home. He through the Sterling Association tried to
trace some of the men who had flown in bomber command and met Bun / Bernie
for the first time. Standing on the roof of the old control tower memories came
flooding back of an air crew volunteer who became a flight engineer with
responsibility for keeping the mechanical aspects of the plane flying whilst the rest
of the crew concentrated on the purpose of their mission.

In his Log Book Bun has a record of 43 operations, a remarkable record as only
25% of air crew survived to complete their first tour of 30 ops. In fact Bun nearly
didn’t get to 30 when on the 29" op. the aircraft hit something on take off, spun,
lost the undercarriage and a wing, spilling fuel but the crew managed to escape
unscathed. On 5" June 1944 Bun was part of a crew who helped the D-Day
landings by providing a screen of interference to protect the ground troops.

On his final mission with the whole crew and pilot exhausted their plane took a
wrong turn for the return run and they found themselves flying into the path of the
next outward wave of bombers. Bun finished his time in the RAF. in Air Traffic
Control in Scotland. Bun worked hard to attain a Bomber Command Memorial as a
tribute to those who like himself had responded at a desperate time for this
country. He made it to London for the dedication and earlier this year he cut the
ribbon at the unveiling of memorial at North Creake.

So, Bun returned to Suffolk, married Mary, had two sons, Leslie and Brian,
continued to support Ipswich Football Club and the village Cricket Team. He
resumed work as a carpenter and kept a shed full of useful “bits” — | think there’s
one in the shed! was a phrase well known in the How family. Small of stature, big
hearted, hard working, loyal and determined; a man of few words.
